WHEREAS, In 2024, Correctional Officers continued to make the ultimate sacrifice as
victims of violence, medical conditions, and COVID-19 illness acquired while on duty; and

WHEREAS, While continuing to carry the significant professional and personal burden
brought by the pandemic, Ramsey County Correctional Officers remain committed to their duty
to keep the individuals, staff, and community safe, no matter the threat; Now, Therefore, Be It
